School District and Community:  Bradley-Bourbonnais Community High School is a four-year comprehensive high school, which serves the communities of Bourbonnais, Bradley, and St. George, with a combined population of over 30,000.  These communities are located approximately 55 miles south of Chicago.  The Illinois State Board of Education accredits it.  BBCHS is a member school of the Kankakee Area Regional Vocational System and the Kankakee Community College District.  Over the past 55 years many changes have taken place throughout the community and the school, but the mission is clear.  BBCHS, in concert with parents and the community, will provide an education for students of all abilities and needs, and implement a curriculum that will enable each individual to develop to full potential and to become a positive, productive member of society.

Faculty:  BBCHS has a faculty of over 120 teachers.  At BBCHS, 63.3% of the faculty have a Master’s degree and above.  The average teaching experience is 12.8 years and highly qualified teachers teach every class.
Enrollment:  The enrollment at BBCHS consists of 2143 students at the six-day count for the 2011-2012 school year.  Seniors 551, Juniors 524, Sophomores 526, Freshmen 542.

Curriculum:  BBCHS classes are 54 minutes in length, meet five times each week for 38 weeks.  Students receive one half credit per semester for each course successfully completed (except for those taken at Kankakee Area Career Center, PE, and Driver’s Ed).

Graduation Requirements:  Twenty-one credits are required for graduation. Prior to the class of 2007, nineteen were to be academic.  For each semester a student is successful at KACC, the graduation requirement increases by one half credit.
