Leaf Project

Your Leaf Project should contain no fewer than 10 different specimens.

You may construct a poster, a notebook, or a powerpoint presentation.

The leaves must be fastened to the poster or notebook pages.

If you are using photos-you should have large clear photos of both the entire tree 

and the individual leaves. (the photos may be used in a powerpoint presentation or

glued on the poster or on the notebook pages).

You will be penalized this time if more than 2 people are in your group. . . . 

Don't forget to put both names on the finished product!

For each leaf (tree) you must list the following:


1. Common Name


2. Scientific name (Genus species)


3. Are the leaves simple or compound?


4. Vein pattern (see diagram)


5. Margin pattern (see diagram)


6. Four (4) other facts about the tree
These may be listed on an index card or directly printed on the poster or notebook pages.

Your grade will be calculated by considering :

1. how well you meet the requirements above. 90 points

2. how neatly your collection is arranged. 10 points

3. how much creativity and care you have utilized to produce the final product. 10 pointss

This project is worth 100 points-Don't blow it off till the last minute!
